Pursuant to Section‑157‑26A of the City Code, (The Board may increase such deposit after preliminary consideration of the application where, in its judgment, the reasonable costs of review, evaluation and analysis will exceed the estimate.( All charges against any escrow shall be made only at the rate normally charged to the City for such services.  Pursuant to Section 157-26B, (If there are any funds remaining in the escrow account for the application, a certification issued to the City Treasurer by the Board shall indicate completion of the application procedure and thereafter the remaining funds shall be returned to the applicant as soon as practical.(  After your application is complete, you may apply for the refund of any escrow balance remaining on account by requesting the same in writing from the Secretary of the Board; a copy of that request must be sent to the Engineer.
Please Note: If your escrow remains insufficient to cover the cost incurred for more than thirty (30) days following notice to you that an additional deposit is required, the sum of that insufficiency shall become a lien on your property!
