
City Manager Thomas Duch and the Traffic Division of the Garfield Police Department announce an important information session concerning changes in traffic flow by the addition of one-way streets in the area bounded by Lanza Avenue in the north, Semel Avenue in the south, Prospect Street in the east and River Drive in the west.  Due to considerably traffic difficulties currently experienced during school starting and dismissal, the Police Department has conducted a study, at the request of the Mayor and Council, and is considering establishing additional one-way streets in this area.
