These phenomenal individuals whole-heartedly took to the field to ensure that 72 Boys & Girls Club of Garfield members ages 7 to 14 not only had a good time but also learned important lessons in leadership, sportsmanship, and team-building. 
 Wayne Harper, Vice President of the Boys & Girls Club of Garfield Coaches Association, extolled the camp for its organization and ability to convert the kids’ youthful excitement into something quite meaningful.   “The kids were ecstatic, on the bus ride there,” he said, “the air was charged with anticipation and the kids even sang songs on the way there. They were just altogether beside themselves with pleasure.” Each day of the non-contact camp, campers experienced various stations including Defensive Skill Stations and Quarterback Skill Stations.  These stations specialized in fundamental skills and the team concept of football. The kids were divided into small groups in order to ensure and maximize personalized instruction. 
All of the campers received an autographed camp team photo with Justin, a camp T-shirt, and the opportunity to win additional contests and prizes.   The Camp, which was absolutely FREE to all Boys & Girls Club of Garfield participants, was an instant hit even with those participants who were hesitant about going at first.    One camper even wanted to know if he could come back the next day.  Boys & Girls Club of Garfield Coaches Association President, Jim Miller was as excited as the kids he typically serves saying, “What a wonderful weekend ... I cannot tell you how proud I was of our kids and how proud I was to be the President of the Coaches Assn.
